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he Franz Künstler vineyard is located in the area of the Rheingau by the river Main
and not directly by the Rhine. Here in Hochheim you can travel past locations that
have had a good reputation for hundreds of years and were even known to Queen
Victoria herself.
The vines lie in a sheltered valley facing south that collects and stores warmth rat-
her well. This provides a special micro-climate, which gives the grapes perfect ripeness
not far from the 50th degree of latitude.
Weiss Erd vines prefer deep loamy-clayey soils that will provide intense and rich wines.
This location is in fact one of the oldest ever to be enlisted in the vine location 
registry.
Today, the winegrower Gunther Künstler is set to revive the location's past reputa-
tion. We are very proud of the fact that we are able to present this "Erste Gewächs"
(first growth) of the modern version exclusively to you.

ith a history spanning more than 650 year, the Weingut Reichsgraf von Kesselstatt
is a vineyard with one of the longest traditions in the Mosel area. The vineyard stands
out through the fact that it owns first-class vineyard locations in all three valleys
of the winegrowing area. The great challenge on these steep slopes, which can only
be worked on laboriously per hand, is to capture the location's unique style.
Nevertheless, together with the exceptionally likeable winemaker Annegret Reh-
Gartner, we managed to select a wine from the heart of the Piesporter Goldtröpfchen
location. This monumental location in the Middle Mosel area is a naturally shaped,
south-facing "amphitheatre" for the vines. It was in fact the Romans who actually first
planted vines here.
The Mosel style cannot be copied anywhere in the world - a perfect balance between
fine fruit sweetness, juicy acidity and mineral slate flavour. No other wine with such
low alcohol content can claim to have such an abundance of aromas. A truly out-
standing pleasure!

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udwig Knoll has been dealing with wine since he was a child. He is the fifth
generation of Knoll winegrowers and took over the vineyard from his father in
1990. With its award-winning architecture, it lies embedded in one of the most
well-known Franconian vineyard sites, the Würzburger Stein. Together with his
wife Sandra, Ludwig Knoll lived up to the requirements for quality-oriented wine-
making from an early stage.
Pleasure, commitment and professional competence are guarantors for high qua-
lity. The combination of nature, man and technology drives his thoughts. The prin-
cipal of holism is in the focus of the vineyard so that future generations can also
live in a preferably intact environment.
Thus, the consequent step was to change over to ecological wine-growing in
2008. The south-facing, shell-shaped steep slope called "Würzburger Stein" is loca-
ted above the town. The vines stand in pure shell limestone, which particularly
emphasizes the characteristics of the Silvaner.
You will be thrilled by the nutty aroma!

eingut Dr. Wehrheim is managed by Karl-Heinz Wehrheim, the third family genera-
tion. In the 80s, he and his winegrower colleague Hans-Jörg Rebholz managed to awa-
ken the Southern Palatinate region from its 100 year sleep.
Today, the wines from the Birkweiler and Siebeldinger locations are well-known far
beyond national borders.
Mr. Wehrheim has been working his land according to certified organic principles
for a long time. And since 2007 the business has been in the process of switching to
biodynamic wine-growing. This type of viticulture entirely renounces the use of any
systematic pesticides. Only homeopathic agents are used, moon phases are taken into
account and the vineyard is not worked on as a monoculture.
This may seem strange, but it is rather astounding to see how much the wines have gai-
ned in terms of expression and authentic reflection. We are indeed very fortunate to
have won over Karl-Heinz Werheim for our Pinot Blanc.

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o other vineyard in Baden is such an integral part of Baden's wine culture. It is
as much a part of Baden as is the countryside of the Kaiserstuhl, characterised by
its volcanic history.
Baden is the southernmost wine-growing area in Germany and lies in a different,
warmer climate zone. That is why it is rather home to Burgundy types that require
more sun and warmth to reach maturity than Rieslings.
The impressive landscape of the Kaiserstuhl lies in the midst of the Rhine plain bet-
ween the western Vosges Mountains and the Black Forest to the east. These volca-
nic hills provide almost Mediterranean conditions that give our Pinot Gris its uni-
que flavour and elegance. Thanks to his exceptional skill and understanding in his
specialist field, the wine-grower legend Joachim Heger is able to produce wines
with great character and finish.

hat happens when a young apprentice learns from the best wine-growers? Correct
- you can assume that he too will soon provide excellent work. But the fact that
Florian Fauth would actually bring back the sparkle to the family business in
Westhofen after his years as an apprentice (amongst others with Dr. Wehrheim) so
quickly, was simply fantastic.
Today, at 29 years of age, he is however still considered somewhat of a "newcomer",
although German wine enthusiasts have been aware of Weingut Seehof for quite a
while. Especially in the area of sweet wines, Florian Fauth knows to capture the full
potential of his vines in the hilly Rhinehesse countryside. This region has been consi-
dered the most innovative wine-growing area in Germany for some years, and many of
Westhofen's locations are well-known across the globe.
Together with him, we brought together the best of the Beerenauslese and created a
"Cuvée Hügelland" - named after the wonderful countryside.

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eingut Tement is located on a small plateau that flattens the gradient of the Zieregg
ward off slightly and provides a breathtaking view into the neighbouring country of
Slovenia as well as southern East-Styria.
A family business between tradition and modern spirits. With the knowledge that the qua-
lity of wine grows in the vineyard, the Tements are anxious to achieve nature's highest
possible quality of grapes with utmost accuracy and care. Two styles are followed in the
vineyard, of which the main part goes to the "Steirische Klassik" wines. This describes wines
that are fresh, have a great character of variety, have low alcohol content (as is typical
for the vintage), and are predominantly aged in steel tanks.

he cultivated vine area of the Schmelz vineyard in Joching reaches six kilometres
down the river Danube between Wösendorf and Unterloiben. The amount of different
microclimates in the Wachau area and the variety of soil consistencies provide a great
amount of varieties and nuances.
The "Grüne Veltiner", Austria's prime grape variety, feels very much at home in the
Wachau region. Only here in the cool foothills of the Wachau is it possible to crea-
te wines with succulence, mineral depth and an incredible "Schmelz" experience.
We are especially pleased that we were able to create a first-class cuvee from the
Pichl Point site together with Johann Schmelz (Winegrower of the Year 2005).
Pichel Point consists of loam soil, which gives the wine fine sweetness, spice and
tobacco aromas. The wine's finish knows to impress with its typical peppery flavour and
fine acidity. Which always makes it a great pleasure to have another glass!

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he Lamy family has been involved in winery since 1640, on the borders of the Côte de
Beaune, in the little village of Saint Aubin. In 1973 Hubert Lamy founded the Domaine on
then eight hectares of land. In 1995 Olivier Lamy joined his father's business after com-
pleting his winegrower-schooling and work experience in France and abroad.
He inspired many innovations in the family vineyard. Areas of the vineyard that were in a
disadvantageous location were renewed. New lots of land in advantageous locations
were bought or leased. Today, the Domaine comprises 16.5 ha. of vine-growing area, main-
ly Chardonnay, and is cultivated in a nature-oriented fashion.
Olivier Lamy always tries to embody the soils in which his vines grow in his wines. What
begins in the vineyard in a very diligent manner, must be perfected later in the cellars in
a similarly careful way.
He has recently concentrated on refining his Chardonnay's style. The wines should be
fine and clear, characterized by the limy soils and the cool climate. Ideal companions for
your meal that will not try to push to the fore.
Naturally, the Chardonnay is aged in classic barriques. But only a quarter of the bar-
rels are actually new. That ensures fine and integrated roasted aromas that will add
another dimension to the wine, however, will not mask it.

he young man Jonathan Pabiot took over two hectares of vineyards from the family
business only four years ago and is now already deemed something of a shooting star
in the Appellation Pouilly Fumé! The Pabiot family has been cultivating pure Pouilly
Fumé full of finesse for four generations on the limy, loamy soils that are rich in 
fossils and flint.
The soils of the Domaine have been subject to biological farming since their take-over.
Jonathan does not hesitate to limit the yields quite drastically in some cases, so as to
harvest ideally ripened and balanced grapes. This Sauvignon Blanc is therefore not
one of the extremely herbaceous wines, but rather lives off its creamy and yellow-
fruit style. The wine is highlighted by a typical smoky aroma that comes from the excep-
tional soils in the Appellation Pouilly Fumé.

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he royal Wuerttemberg Winegrowing Academy was founded over 250 years ago.
After continuous growth it received its current name in 1952: Staatliche Lehr- und
Versuchsanstalt für Wein- und Obstbau Weinsberg (Weinsberg Public Academy and
Research Institute for Wine and Fruit Growing). Apart from the established schooling,
research and advanced education activities, a number of further functions were added.
The vine nursery is now one of the main areas of expertise. Many interesting new varieties
have thus been developed, such as Dornfelder or Kerner. But also when it comes to 
innovative wine technology, the state winery is at the forefront of development.
One example of this is the flash pasteurizing procedure to produce intensely coloured
wines, which was developed up to the stage of practical application and is today used by
many leading wineries. The produce has been marketed under the name "Staatsweingut
Weinsberg" since 1995. For this purpose a new company design was developed that brings
the important elements of innovation, creativity and individuality into the foreground.
The approx. 40 hectare vineyard is located on the best south and south-west facing slo-
pes of the Wuertemberg lowlands - in Weinsberg, the area around Burg Wildeck 
and Gundelsheim.
The deep shell-lime stone grounds and warm gypsum Keuper and marl soils are home to 
many grape varieties with individual, local characteristics.
We are exceptionally pleased that we were able to create a cuvee for our guests toget-
her with the Staatsweingut Weinsberg. 60% Lemberger, combined with new cultures of
Acolon and Cabernet Cubin.

ore than 700 years ago Cistercian monks brought Pinot Noir to Malterdingen. The
monks' estate, also called "curia" was located in Gewann Mönchhofmatten at the time
- on the site where Weingut Huber is located today.

Here the monks found the same geological terroir as in Burgundy - shell limestone
decomposition soils. This barren and rocky ground on the one hand forces the vines
to grow roots very deep down, and on the other hand it contains very useful trace
elements and minerals that the grapes take up, influencing their taste.
It is thanks to the great wine culture of these monks that we can not only find the
name Pinot Noir in today's grape variety books and wine encyclopaedias but also the
synonym "Malterdinger". That is the expression for the wine that was well-known and
popular in as far away places as Switzerland, the Allgaeu region and the Bavarian
Danube valley.
Today, the winery, managed by Barbara and Bernhard Huber, is one of the leading ope-
rations in Germany. Bernhard Huber is a true Pinot Noir master. His intuitive grasp of
the biggest diva amongst grapes, his understanding of the exceptional terroir and his
expert use of Barrique barrels have catapulted him to the top of German red wine pro-
ducers.

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he Azienda Agricola Candialle is located about 20 kilometres south of Florence.
The  vineyards are located on the south end of the famous "Conca d'Oro", a south-
facing natural amphitheatre, which makes sure that every single ray of sun is col-
lected.
But that is not the only reason for the exceptional wines that originate there. The
location is on a higher level than others in the Chianti area, therefore ensuring
a cooler and thus longer growth phase. This gives the vines plenty of time to store
as many flavours as possible.
This combination of exceptional geography and the typical Galestro soil ensures
finesse and elegance. A Sangiovese that is second to none. As is the case with many
top level wineries, the young, dedicated owner Josephin Cramer is committed to eco-
logical winegrowing. The winery has enabled the native German to fulfil one of her
greatest dreams. It is her mission to create classic Chiantis with 100% Sangiovese
that combine strength and finesse.
A task that she has managed to achieve exceptionally well.

his is a wonderful village story. As is the case with so many quaint stories, this one
begins with a nickname "Braida", which Giuseppe Bologna earned himself when he play-
ed the sport "Pallone elastic", which is so popular in the Piedmont region. The head
of the family worked as a waggoner and grew Barbera in his wonderful vineyard -
for himself and his friends. Giacomo Bologne inherited the vineyard from his father
along with the nickname, but also the unconditional love of his land, the wine and
the Italian zest for life. He passed on that special feeling to the next generation but
also to all of those who accompanied him on his quest.
Daughter Raffaela Bologna and her brother carefully introduced specific improve-
ments in the winery and cellar. In doing so, the two of them created a new Barbera
style that had to be taken seriously and was a role model for many imitators. They
know to combine tradition and modern spirit in a skilful way.
We are very happy to be able to present a little bit of "Dolce Vita" to you.

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hâteau de Saint Cosme, the oldest Domaine in Gigondas, is today managed by the like-
able Louis Barroul who is actually a member of the 14th family generation.
After Louis took over the winery ten years ago, quality and popularity spurted to new
heights. Today Saint Cosme is considered one of the best vineyards in the Appellation
Gigondas. Located in the southern Rhône area, the decisive factor for quality is the age
of the vines. Once you have got to know the elderly, gnarled plants on location, you
will understand why that is so important.
These vines will not let extreme climatic conditions get to them, and provide consistent-
ly low yields, thus ensuring a natural concentration of the wine. Louis Barroul captu-
res the great potential of the vines in a gentle way.
The Côtes du Rhône is a cuvee from several lots that we were able to compose ourselves.
It was our expressed aim to capture Southern France's world of aromas.
And to create a full bodied, yet well-balanced wine whilst at the same time not forget-
ting drinkability. A wine that is simply fun.

hâteau Mangot has been family-owned for many generations. It is a relatively small
vineyard that can call first-class locations in St. Emilion its own.
Since Marie-Anne and Jean Todeschine took over the vineyard in 1989, a great deal has
been invested in vineyard and wine cellar. The aim was to produce wines with more
expression of the terroir, more concentration and higher quality.
As is usually the case on the right river bank in Bordeaux, the wines are greatly
influenced by the Merlot grape variety. This variety ensures the succulent, close
woven and creamy tannin structure that makes these wines so charming.
The "vintage of the century" 2005 is very true to this exceptional style. Also due to
its vintage, this Bordeaux is a very special combination of dark fruity character, exi-
stent yet smooth tannin and the pronounced mineral earthiness of the soils.
This wine was aged for 12 months in partially new Barriques, giving the wine a fine,
vanilla dimension.
A very good wine to go with your meal, with finesse and structure.

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he family Eguren has been in the wine business since 1870. Their greatest fortune
is the vineyards in the Rioja region with their vines that are over 40 years old.
This treasure lies in a picturesque location between the river Ebro and the Sierra
Cantabria mountain range, after which the family named the winery.
The mountain range is in fact the reason why winegrowing is actually possible
there, as it keeps away the cold northern winds. At night time the cold air of the
mountains flows down into the valley and ensures that the grapes keep their
subtle fruit.
Perfect raw material to make infatuating wines.
Marcos Eguren - one of Spain's biggest wine-grower talents - makes use of that
potential very well. The ageing in used barrels brings out the succulence of the
Tempranillo vines very well, without releasing any wooden taste.
Strong, yet with creamy and well-balanced tannin, it simply provides drinking ple-
asure at the highest level.

apcanes is a small community, two hours drive south of Barcelona. Located in a
high mountain valley of Tarragona directly near Priorat. Affected  by the vine
fretter catastrophe at the turn of the century, five winegrower families got toget-
her at first to form a small collective.
In that way they were able to use the technical apparatus that was not readily avai-
lable until then. Thus, the cooperative enabled them to harvest and process the
vines under henceforth enological as well as economical conditions.
The vineyard, which today comprises 220 ha. is mainly covered with the traditional
vines such as Garnacha and Carinena. Furthermore, Tempranillo and the interna-
tionally renowned Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot and Syrah are also present. Due to
the unusually high average age of the vineyard (about 30 years), the wines know to
excel through a very high natural concentration and density.
Today, after a comprehensive modernisation process, Celler Capcanes has state of
the art technology at its disposal. The smart, native German cellar master Jürgen
Wagner provides extraordinary qualities year for year, thanks to his exceptional
eye for detail. We were able to create this cuvee of Garnache, Tempranillo, Syrah
and Merlot together with him. A closely woven powerhouse with a great deal of
aroma and zest.
Succulent, fruity, rich in extracts, full-bodied but nevertheless with a great deal
of finesse.

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he vineyard Reichsrat von Buhl has been one of the leading vineyards in Germany
since its foundation in 1849 by Franz Peter Buhl. Along with Bassermann Jordan and
Bürklin Wolf, connoisseurs call it one of the "three big B's in Deidenheim".
The vineyard's philosophy is defined purely by nature and the pursuit of maximum
quality.
In so doing, the necessary investments in vinification technology and outdoor ope-
ration merely set the setting for successful work. A strict reduction in and selec-
tion of harvest, gentle ageing and careful maturing are further steps to increase
quality.
An own fermentation process has already been carried out at the winery since 1994.
Here too, quality is of the essence. Within the space of only a few years, Von Buhl
has also earned itself a quality brand seal as one of the best producers or spark-
ling wine in Germany.
We are delighted to be able to provide a very special sparkling wine cuvee, produ-
ced in traditional bottle fermentation.
The best Riesling base wines, 18 month storage and dosage with a Forster
Freundstück Auslese play a vital part in creating such exceptional quality.

The vineyards are located in the districts of Mesnil sur Oger, Oger and Chouilly,
which are considered the best soils for Chardonnay in the Champagne region.
Gentle cultivation, limited grape yields and the unique chalk ground ensure the
high quality of the grapes.
The base wines from these Grand Cru locations are partially aged in used Barrique
barrels, giving the Champagne its creamy and nutty character. After the second fer-
mentation, the Champagne remains on the yeast for more than 30 months in order
to produce an especially fine and animating perlage.
Fresh, fine and with an infatuating bouquet - that would be the best way to descri-
be the excellent Champagne that winegrower Jean Pernet has to offer!

Champagne region. His impressive size and stylistically confident manner, combined
with his expert knowledge and humbleness make him an important advisor in many
organizations and committees in the Champagne region. The vineyard was founded in
1981 after years in which Mr. Paillard had worked as a broker.
He enthusiastically began his new task in his typically perfectionist way and truly did
not have it all that easy. In the early years, as he did not have his own vineyard, he
was only able to buy finished Champagne from winegrowers that had gone bankrupt.
Through continuous hard work and immense ambition, he today has 120 winegrowers
under contract. These prepare the base wines in 32 different regions of Champagne
according to his guidelines.
This large selection of base wines enables him to create his own brilliant style of
wine. As a sign of his exceptional quality consciousness, he is also one of only a few
who actually display the disgorging date on the etiquette.
